Michael R. Hardesty Memorial Scholarship Fund
Shenango Valley Foundation

Purpose

Created to honor the memory of Michael R. Hardesty, this fund will provide a scholarship to a
graduating high school senior of Lakeview High School who has participated in the track & field
or Cross country program.

Michael, a 2005 Lakeview High School graduate, attended Gannon University for two
years then transferred to Slippery Rock University, where he majored in chemistry.

In high school, Michael excelled in cross country and track & field. He earned PIAA
State cross country medals in 2003 and 2004 as well as 2 PIAA State track & field
medals in 2005. He set individual records at Lakeview in the 800-meter, 1600-meter and
3200-meter runs in 2005. The Meadville Tribune named Michael as one of the District
10 fall season athletes of the year in 2003, and the District 10 athletes of the year in 2005.

Mike was a natural athlete and enjoyed running, golf and paintball. He especially loved
paintball competition and while at Gannon helped start the Gannon Paintball Club, which
would travel and play competitively. He was a long-time Taekwondo student and earned his
third-degree black belt in Grove City, Pa., and was a member of the American Taekwondo
Association.

The Michael R. Hardesty Memorial Scholarship Fund Committee will primarily consider
participation in the track & field or cross country program, content of the essay, and academic
performance.

Please include with your scholarship application the following:

» Write an original essay addressing the topic: “How has your participation in the track &
field and/or cross country program positively impacted your life?”

» Provide your high school records indicating the courses and grades obtained to date, SAT
scores, and class rank.

» Attach in writing any community groups or activities with which you are involved.

» Please provide a personal reference letter from a teacher, coach, guidance counselor or
employer.

The Selection Committee that will determine scholarship recipients shall be a committee
approved by the Community Foundation. (No scholarships will be given to applicants who are
direct relatives of the donors or, to trustees, officers or employees of the Community Foundation
of Western PA and Eastern OH.)

Eligibility
Any graduating senior student of a Lakeview High School who participates in the track & field or
Cross country programs.



Terms of Scholarship

The Committee will grant scholarships for one year only. The selection of students to
receive scholarship grants shall be made by the Committee without regard to the race or
religion or sex of the applicants or his or her political or economic views. The Committee
shall place no restriction upon a candidate’s choice of college or university.

The Committee shall require, prior to the disbursement of any scholarship, proof that the
scholarship recipient is actually enrolled as a student at the educational institution for
which the grant is made, and all scholarship grants shall be paid directly to the institution.
This grant covers tuition, fees or books for the applicable semester/quarter.

The Community Foundation hosts a luncheon honoring the recipients and donors,
which is typically scheduled for mid-June. Should you be chosen as the recipient of
this scholarship, your attendance at this luncheon is strongly encouraged.

Each applicant will complete the “Request for Scholarship” application forms available
from the high school guidance office or online at www.sv-foundation.org.

Make and keep copies for your records of all forms that you send to us.
1. The application must be filed by March 7 of the current year.

3. Once the application is submitted, it will be considered at a regular meeting of the
Scholarship Committee.
